The Hygrometer

Calibration
First place a teaspoon of table salt in a shallow dish and add enough water (a few drops only) to make it damp. 

Next place the dish in a zip lock plastic bag and place the hygrometer next to the dish. DO NOT SPILL ANY SALT WATER ON YOUR HYGROMETER.

Seal the plastic bag with air inside the bag. Allow it to sit for at least 6 hours.

Check the humidity level and it should read around 75%. If not then note the deviation. Some hygrometers have a small screw on the back that allows you to adjust it. If this is the case in your hygrometer, then adjust it to 75%. If not then make note of the deviation and use this number to determine the correct humidity level.

Placement
The placement of your hygrometer within the humidor is not critical, as long as the location is convenient. A flow of air around the hygrometer ensures an accurate reading. Mounting it on the lid or a tray in the humidor is best.

The Humidification System

Charging / Filling with Water
Remove the humidifier(s) from the humidor. NEVER PLACE WATER ON THE HUMIDIFIER WHILE STILL INSIDE THE HUMIDOR. 

Use distilled water or a 50%/50% solution of distilled water and propylene glycol. NEVER USE TAP WATER.

Squirt the water into the humidifier through the grate.

Do not overfill. You want it wet, not soaking.

With a cloth, wipe the excess liquid from the front.

Re-attach the humidifier onto the humidor.

Your Humidor

Breaking It In

The wood in your humidor needs time to reabsorb moisture before you use it the first time. To ensure that this happens properly, please follow these instructions.
Place a glass filled with distilled water or the 50/50 solution in the bottom of the humidor. 

Charge your humidifier and place it inside the humidor.

Place the calibrated hygrometer inside the humidor.

Close the lid and check it after 8 hours. Continue checking it every once in a while to see when the humidity level reaches the 68 to 72% range. When it finally reaches that level the wood has been stabilized.

NEVER WIPE THE INTERIOR OF THE HUMIDOR WITH WATER.

Caring for It

With proper care and attention, this quality crafted humidor will give you years of perfect storage for your fine cigars. Recommended tips:

Place on flat surfaces to prevent it from being knocked over.

Never place it in direct sunlight.

Do not place other object on top of the humidor.

Always use a soft cloth when cleaning your humidor.

Use furniture polish, beeswax, lemon oil or other suitable polish or cleanser that is safe for wood surfaces. Only use it on the humidor’s exterior.

Dust the humidor regularly to keep it looking brand new.

Never use bleach or acids on the exterior or interior.

You may slightly vacuum the interior to remove lint or pieces of tobacco.
